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National Community Action Month  in May was created by the National Office of Community 

Action Partnerships to reinforce and highlight Community Action Agencies' role in helping low-

income families achieve economic stability. During National Community Action Month, 

Community Action Agencies truly make the Promise of Community Actionðto help people 

and change livesðcome alive by hosting events that help put a "face" on the families living in 

poverty and the dedicated individuals who are helping them escape it.  Success stories are 

honored and personal achievements are recognized.   

Each year, Community Action Agencies serve 20 million people in rural, suburban, and urban 

communities across the country through a variety of targeted programs, such as Head Start, 

Weatherization, job training & placement, financial education, housing, energy assistance and a 

host of other programs and services.

In 2010, South Carolina Community Action Agencies served 237,887 individuals and 102,965 

families. Nationally, the Community Services Block Grant (CSBG) through the Community 

Action Network reduced and/or eliminated 37.2 million conditions of poverty among low-income 

individuals, families, and communities. During these current difficult economic times, Community 

Action Agencies have been there to assist South Carolinians weather the storm.  

 

In South Carolina, there are fourteen (14) Community Action Agencies across this State that serves 

all 46 counties.  During the month of May each local agencies spotlighted activities that affected 

their communities.

A Poverty Simulation demonstration is an eye-opening, interactive learning 

experience that helps people better understand the tough, everyday choices it 

takes to survive when the situations of life just does not add up. In the role-play 

scenarios, participants see first-hand how difficult it is for families to keep shelter 

secure, obtain food, handle emergencies and keep utilities in the home on a 

monthly basis. This exercise is recommended for anyone who works with low-

income families directly or indirectly.
