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SCACAP Hosts First Statewide 

Weatherization Informational Drop-In 

On October 26, 2010, the South Carolina Association of Community Action 

Partnerships (SCACAP) held its First Annual ARRA Weatherization 

Informational Drop-In from 11:30 am - 2:00 pm.  The Drop-In was held at the 

SCACAP office located at 2700 Middleburg Drive, Columbia, SC. Over 100 

people were in attendance to include the Community Action Network Staff, the 

Governor’s Office of Economic Opportunity Staff, Statewide Community 

Service Providers, Community Partners, Stakeholders and local area citizens. 

Weatherization:  A Client’s Story 

 The highlight of the ARRA Weatherization 

Informational Drop-In was Ms. Shirley Jackson, 

a Weatherization Assistance Program Client, 

sharing her inspirational story with the attendees 

on how the program changed her life.  Ms. 

Jackson’s story consisted of how her home was 

not insulated and how much money she was 

spending on her monthly utility bills. Ms. 

Jackson explained how she had holes in her 

walls and her heating/air unit was not working at 

all.  She was using a space heater to warm her home in the Winter and she had a 

window air conditioning unit to keep her cool in the Summer time.  She heard 

about the program through a friend and went to apply at the Orangeburg-

Calhoun-Allendale-Bamberg (OCAB) Community Action Agency.  Within 

weeks, Mr. Davis, OCAB Weatherization Director and his crew came out and 

conducted a home assessment to inform her on what kind of procedures they 

would be doing to make her home more energy efficient.  Ms. Jackson stated 

that Mr. Davis and his staff were very professional and understanding with 

regard to her schedule.  Mr. Davis explained to her the procedures that would be 

taken to make her home healthier and safe for her and her family.  Ms. Jackson 

stated that she has informed everyone in her 

community about the program and how it can help 

them save money on their home energy bills. “I feel 

blessed to have had an opportunity to receive this kind 

of service” said Ms. Jackson.  
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Ms. Jackson also shared her story during an interview 

with WACH Fox News.  The segment aired at 6:00 

pm and 10:00 pm on October 26, 2010.

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National Weatherization Day is an opportunity to celebrate the positive potential 
of residential Weatherization and our Green Economic Recovery.  
 
Across the country, The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) 
is helping people weatherize their homes, creating jobs and reducing energy 
waste.  

National Weatherization Day is observed on October 30 of each year.  South 
Carolina’s Governor Mark Sanford issued a proclamation to the State in support 
of National Weatherization Day for the South Carolina Community Action 
Network. The purpose of the day is to highlight services and programs that help 
people to make their homes more energy efficient. As stated in the Proclamation, 
“the 2010 observance of Weatherization Day provides an important opportunity 
to increase public awareness of the positive impact of Weatherization on the 
economic well-being of our residents and on the conservation of our energy 
resources.”  

The Mission for the Weatherization Assistance Program is to reduce energy cost 
for low-income families while prioritizing services to the elderly, persons with 
disabilities, and households with children by improving the energy efficiency of 
their homes while ensuring their health and safety.  

The program's professionally trained crews use computerized energy audits and 
advanced diagnostic equipment to identify energy-saving strategies in single-
family, multi-family and mobile homes. Cost-effective weatherization measures 
and those that are essential for health and safety are then performed to included, 
but not limited to; installation of insulation, furnace and boiler retrofits, and 
cooling measures for warm climates.  
 
South Carolina ARRA Weatherization Assistance Program created over 200 jobs 
and weatherized over 2,000 homes and counting.  
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This is the invitation which launched the Statewide ARRA 

Weatherization Event.  This invitation was sent to over 100 Community 

Service Agencies from across the State as a result, SCACAP received 

excellence responses and the event was a huge success.

Weatherization in Their Community 

The management and crew of Lowcountry Community Action Agency (LCAA) showcased 

elements of their tools and trade during the National Weatherization Day Celebration at the 

Colleton County Parking Lot in Walterboro on Saturday, October 30, 2010. 

Homeowners Beulah G. Mustipher and Charles Green of Green Pond, South Carolina were some 

of the area residents that took time to witness weatherization technique demonstrations. 

Walterboro resident Franklin Smalls took an opportunity to be featured in a demonstration using 

a two-part expandable foam applicator to extract air from making entry through wall and ceiling 

joists. 

 

 

 

 

According to LCAA Executive Director, Arlene D. Washington, National Weatherization Day is 

recognized each year on October 30
th

 to highlight the multi-faceted residential enhancement 

program. The program serves identified low income families that qualify in Colleton and 

Hampton counties to receive weatherization services to their structurally sound homes. 

According to Weatherization Project Team Member Jason Bright, a major part of current funding 

for the project was granted by the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act that President 

Barack Obama initiated last year. 

After an audit process is completed, the first phase of the Weatherization process begins with 

Mr. Bright making an assessment of the house. He checks for air tightness and identifies large 

holes. Attic space is checked for insulation and any crawl space is also inspected for insulation 

and structural soundness of the home.  Gas appliances are checked for leaks and the remainder of 

the home is inspected for proper ventilation.  He said gas leaks are a common occurrence during 

site inspections.  The weatherization team is only authorized to tighten gas lines to a certain 

specification.  So, if a leak persists, the team encourages the family to be removed from the space 

until such time as the situation can be resolved. 
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“We can’t get into a situation where we are renovating or remodeling a house,” said Roger 

Washington. “We are there to weatherize the home. Some houses we have to walk away from, 

but we will let the resident know what the issues are so that they can get them squared away.” 

Mr. Roger said it is possible that they can revisit that residence if proper audit conditions and 

structural soundness of the home has been met. He said the Department of Energy sets the 

criteria and limitations for the operation. 

Mr. Elton Shuler, Weatherization Director, and Mr. Willie Shider are the management team for 

Lowcountry Community Action Weatherization Department. Mr. Shuler stated that the 

weatherization procedure begins with caulking windows, weather-stripping doors, insulating 

attic space, ensuring a vapor barrier underneath the house, installing ventilation to appliances, 

replacing light bulbs, repairing water leaks, and more. 

The team currently manages six home weatherization projects per month on average. They also 

manage other programs that may supplement the weatherization project. Many of the 

homeowners may not realize the full benefit of weatherization until they see the actual energy 

savings.

Governor Mark Sanford has officially recognized Saturday, October 30, 2010 as Weatherization 

Day in South Carolina.  Weatherization Assistance Programs were created in 1976 to assist low 

income families without the resources to invest in energy efficiency for their homes.  Recently 

those programs received a big boost in funding and visibility through ARRA, The American 

Recovery and Reinvestment Act.  The mission of the South Carolina Weatherization Assistance 

Program is “to reduce energy costs for low-income families, particularly for the elderly, people 

with disabilities, and children, by improving the energy efficiency of their homes while ensuring 

their health and safety.” 

The Weatherization Assistance Program, part of the Department of Energy, reduces the energy 

burden on eligible low income families through cost effective energy efficient methods.  

Nationally low income families spend about 14% of their annual incomes for energy bills; most 

households only spend about 3.55 of their annual income for energy costs. 

The event was attended by local citizens and area staff.  Currently 133 homes have been 

weatherized in the four counties and work is continuing on others.  Eighty-seven homes in 

Orangeburg County have received energy and safety upgrades.  The OCAB program has 

provided jobs for 16 area residents.  Weatherization improvements not only provide a reduction 

in energy bills, but also address health and safety issues in the home including mold and 

moisture problems, smoke and carbon monoxide detection, gas leaks, and safety for combustible 

appliances. Families also receive education on home safety and energy efficiency matters. 
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On October 27, 2010, OCAB held a Community Awareness Fair which featured the 

Weatherization Department and the Head Start Program.   Below is a Blower Door

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Weatherization Celebration Day and Weatherization Week 
 
The SHARE Weatherization Program delivers energy efficiency services to low-income 

households and prioritizes service to the elderly, persons with disabilities, and households with 

children 5 years of age and under. Families and individuals eligible to receive weatherization 

services are those with incomes below 200% of the federal poverty level. Weatherization 

Assistance services are delivered to single-family and mobile homes. Renters are eligible as well 

as homeowners.   

 

Services provided include: addressing carbon monoxide levels and combustion safety, sealing air 

leaks, installing insulation in attics, walls and floors, sealing and insulating ducts, installing a 

smart thermostat, installing CFL energy efficient light bulbs, installing low-flow shower heads, 

and performing tune-ups and repairs to heating and cooling systems. The American Recovery 

and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) is not only helping families, it had created dozens of new 

employment opportunities for contractors as well as our agency. 

 

The weatherization program works to permanently reduce energy costs for low-income families 

through the installation of household energy-efficiency measures, while ensuring their health and 

safety first. On average, weatherization reduces heating and cooling bills by 25 percent and 

overall energy expenditures by $300 to $400 per year. 

 

SHARE Weatherization Celebration made the community more aware of the program and how 

essential the service are to their homes. Through this awareness SHARE was able to acquire 

more than 100 new clients to the program.

In Observance of National Weatherization Day, SHARE Community Action 

Agency servicing the upstate (Greenville, Anderson, Oconee, and Pickens 

counties) arranged a weeklong schedule of activities to informed the community on 

the benefits of having their home weatherized.

A SHARE Weatherization representative 

spoke to clients about the initial energy audit, health and 

safety regulations.
